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INTRODUCTION

Rainfall data 1s the basic Input to several hydrologic and engineering

studies. Peak rainfall data are used 1n designing stormwater management

systems and 1n determining the flooding potential of various storm events.

Dally or hourly data are required 1n the continuous hydrologic simulation

procedures. Monthly and seasonal data are used 1n determining the sup-

plementary Irrigation water requirements* and 1n engineering hydrology

studies related to storage analyses, water supply* and reservoir management.

The St. Johns River Water Management District (Figure 1) has a comprehensive

responsibility for managing the water resources of Northeast Florida. The

District makes extensive use of rainfall data 1n Its consumptive use and

MSSW (Management and Storage of Surface Waters) permit activities and 1n Its

hydrologic and engineering studies related to surface water basin management

plans. For example* 1n the District's consumptive use program, agricultural

withdrawals are permitted based on certain monthly and/or seasonal drought

rainfall (1). With regard to the management and storage of surface waters

permitting program, when certain thresholds are exceeded, various develop-

ments are required to satisfy certain conditions based on the 10- and 25-

year maximum storm discharges and the 100-year flood elevation (4).

This project, "Rainfall Analysis for Northeast Florida," has been un-

dertaken to fulfill the needs of the District and to provide the same

Information to the Interested agencies and Individuals. The project objec-

tives Include collection and detailed analyses of rainfall data and

production of a series of reports, each report directed at a specific

hydrologic/engineering study goal. The series consists of six reports.

They are: (1) 24-Hour to Ten-Day Maximum Rainfall Data; (2) Summary of
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Monthly and Annual Rainfall Data; (3) Seasonal Rainfall Data; (4) Frequency

Analysis of Summer and Winter Rainfalls; (5) Frequency Analysis of Wet

Season and Dry Season Rainfalls; and (6) 24-Hour to 96-Hour Maximum Rainfall

for Return Periods 10 years, 25 years, and 100 years. The first three

reports present basic rainfall data of specific nature, and the final three

reports Include the results of specific analyses. This report 1s Part I of

the series.

BASIC DATA

The main sources of rainfall data for Northeast Florida are the

publications of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, NOAA

[formerly the U. S. Weather Bureau (through 1965) and the Environmental

Science Services Administration (1965-1970)]. The monthly bulletins titled

Cl Imatol og1 cal Data provide dally precipitation data. Hourly rainfall data

are published 1n Hydrologic Bulletin (1940-1948), Cl Imatol og1 cal Data (1948-

1951), and since 1951 1n the monthly publ icat ions titled, HsjuJlLy.

Precipitation Data. Other state and local agencies Including the St. Johns

River Water Management District and some private Individuals also maintain

rain gage stations. However, for this project, the NOAA rain gage stations

are considered primarily.

The rainfall recording program was Initiated 1n Northeast Florida 1n

the later half of the 1800's. However, publications on the older (dally)

data are not readily available, e.g., the University of Florida library con-

tains £UtonaioJLP4jl£al-JBajfca. publications only since 1914. The NOAA has a

program to digitize and make available the dally and hourly precipitation

data 1n the form of magnetic tapes for computerized analyses. But, their



tape decks Included complete data only from 1948; for years prior to 1948»

the data 1s still being added through cooperative agreements with state

universities and other state organizations. For this project area* the

records 1n the NOAA tape decks go back to 1931 for some selected stations.

Due to the voluminous task Involved 1n this study» 1t has been decided to

analyze systematically all available data since 1931, and consider data

prior to 1931 on a selective basis.

DATA PREPARATION

The objective of this report 1s to compile maximum rainfall data for

different durations for subsequent use 1n storm (rainfall) frequency

analysis. Hourly rainfall data would be necessary for an accurate evalua-

tion of peak rainfall amounts for different durations. However* very few

stations are available with hourly data; they neither provide adequate area!

coverage for the region nor possess sufficient length of record for fre-

quency analysis. Dally data (rainfall measured at certain clock hour each

day) with long periods of record are available at a large number of stations

located throughout the region. Thus, these data are used to evaluate maxi-

mum rainfall amounts* with some adjustments as will be described later on.

Statlons Consl dered

The NOAA rain gage stations 1n operation at any time between 1931 and

the present (1983 was the cut-off year for data) were considered for

analysis. (A few stations with less than five years of records were

omitted.) These stations, 77 1n all, are listed 1n Table 1 together with

their NOAA Identification numbers, location as given by the latitude and

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longitude* and period of analysis. Stations discontinued and the stations

for which data available prior to the period of analysis are Indicated by

sped al symbol s.

Adj u stm ent s t o Da ta

Prior to analysis* 1t may be necessary to make some adjustments to the

data received from the NOAA records. These are as follows:

Missing Data: Most stations have short breaks 1n their records either

due to Instrumental failure or because of the observer's absence. Missing

data are estimated from the observed data at the closest three stations; an

arithmetic average of the three values 1s used as the estimate.

Accumulated Data: In some Instances* rainfall for several consecutive

days 1s reported as an accumulated total. This occurs due to the Inability

of the observer to reach the gage dally. In these cases, the accumulated

amount 1s prorated according to the observed rainfall at the nearby

statl ons.

Trace: For days on which rainfall measures less than 0.01 Inch, the

data 1s reported as trace. In this study, a trace 1s regarded as zero

rainfall.

Prt.ncl pal Stations

From Table 1, 1t may be seen that many stations ceased operation, some

with short records and others with considerably long records. In several

Instances, however, a station Is only moved to a nearby location; a new

Identification number (NOAA number. Table 1) was assigned for distinguishing

the location, e.g.. Gainesville. Orlando. St. Augustine, and Vero Beach. In

some Instances, multiple stations were operated concurrently 1n the same

vicinity. Thus, for evaluating storm rainfall Intensities. 1t may not be

meaningful to treat each station shown 1n Table 1 Individually. Instead* 46

rain gage stations have been Identified as Principal Stations (Table 2,

Figure 2). A principal station 1s either current or the most recently dis-

continued station. Where appropriate, data at a principal station are

supplemented by the data from a nearby discontinued or short-term station

which 1s designated as a supplementary station. If data are available at a

supplementary station prior to the record period of the principal station,

the two-station data are combined to provide a longer record length for the

principal station. This 1s normally the case 1f the gage location 1s moved

within the same city (e.g., Vero Beach, Tables 1 and 2). If records are

concurrent at both principal and supplementary stations, the following

procedure 1s used to make best use of the supplementary station data: For

each year, the maximum rainfall amounts for different durations were

evaluated (as described 1n the next section) for both principal and sup-

plementary stations. The principal station maximum rainfall was substituted

by the supplementary station maximum rainfall 1f the latter was greater.

The data thus derived reflects the maximum rainfall experience of the

vicinity.

MAXIMUM RAINFALL EVALUATION

The NOAA rainfall data used for this study represent "observati onal-

day" amounts. However, storm events rarely confine to exact observatlonal-

days, e.g., a 24-hour event may commence to occur at any clock-hour of an

observati onal-day and extend Into the next observati onal-day. As a result,

the rainfall occurred during this event 1s reported on two observati onal-

days. If no other rainfall 1s associated, all of the rainfall reported on

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two consecutive days 1s contributed by this 24-hour storm event; this 1s an

extreme case. In practice* the observational-day rainfall maxlmums are

converted to n-hour values either by multiplying the former by a factor or

by adding a portion of the adjacent observational-day rainfall to the former

(2* 3* 5); Herschfleld (3) suggested adding one-half of the maximum adjacent

observational-day precipitation to the observational-day maxlmums for this

purpose. From an analysis of about 700 station-years of hourly rainfall

data for the study region* the following results were observed:

1. The 24-hour maximum rainfall amount (1n a given year) was spread over

two calendar days for 91 percent of the events. This percentage

decreased as the storm duration Increased* e.g.* 48-hour (maximum)

storms occurred over 3 calendar days for 74 percent of the events* and

96-hour storms over 5 calendar days for 59 percent of the events.

2. Let m = n/24. Then, on the average, the n-hour maximum rainfall 1s ap-

proximated by: (m) calendar-day maximum rainfall + 60 percent of

maximum adjacent calendar-day rainfall (Note: m 1s an Integer).

3. Rainfall maxlmums for various return periods estimated by using n-hour

maximum rainfall data closely agreed with the estimates obtained by

using the approximated data computed by the relation given 1n the

foregoing result (Result 2). For this purpose log Pearson analysis has

been performed by Mixed Moments Method (6, 7).

Based on the foregoing results, the n-hour maximum rainfall values are

evaluated by the following relationship for the present study:

n-hour Maximum rainfall = m-observatlonal

day maximum rainfall +0.6 maximum

adjacent observational-day rainfall (1)

Example:

The following 1s a record of observational-day rainfall amounts for a

storm event:

0.51" 1.22" 9.24 5.13" 2.55" 0.33"

Maximum 24-hour rainfall = 9.24+0.6x5.13 = 12.48 1n.

Maximum 48-hour rainfall = (9.24+5.13)+0.6x2.55 = 15.9 1n.

Maximum 72-hour rainfall = (9.24+5.13+2.55)+0.6x1.22 = 17.65 1n.

Maximum 96-hour rainfall = (1.22+9.24+5.13+2.55)+0.6x0.51 = 18.45 1n.

Other larger duration values are also similarly computed.

PRESENTATION OF MAXIMUM RAINFALL DATA

For the 46 principal rain gage stations listed 1n Table 2, the 24-hr,

48-hr, 72-hr, 96-hr, 5-day, and 10-day annual rainfall maxlmums were

evaluated by Eq. (1) and presented 1n Tables 3 through 48. The starting

days of each rainfall event also are Included 1n the tables as calendar days

of the year. These starting days Indicate that, for a given year, the maxi-

mum rainfall amounts for different durations are associated mostly with the

same storm event. For example, the 1982 rainfall maxlmums for 24-hr, 48-hr,

72-hr, 95-hr, 5-day, and 10-day durations at Avon Park (Table 3) start on

calendar days 169, 169, 168, 169, 169, and 168, respectively. Where the

principal station data are combined with or supplemented by other station

data, the years 1n which this was done were specially marked 1n the tables.

The period of record rainfall maxlmums (since 1914) for each duration are

summarized 1n Table 49.
