Fuel management tools include fire and mechanical treatments. Herbicides may be used for invasive plant control depending on site-specific circumstances. The conditions required for each of these measures are outlined below.

I.  PRESCRIBED FIRE

Prescribed fire is the preferred fuel management tool because it most closely mimics the natural process that maintains the natural communities of Florida.  Proposals that recommend prescribed fire are required to meet the requirements for prescribed fire as outlined in Chapter 590, Florida Statutes.



I intend to use prescribed fire.

II.  MECHANICAL TREATMENTS

Mechanical treatments are intended to reduce the stature of woody vegetation in an effort to reduce the fire potential of an area.

A.  Shrub Layer
For areas with flammable shrub layers comprised of palmetto, gallberry, titi, wax myrtle, or holly, cutting no more frequently than once every three years is the approved method.  The purpose of the cutting is to reduce the fuel load/wildfire threat, but not to change the nature of the natural system originally protected by the easement.
I intend to cut flammable shrubs using a machine.

I intend to cut flammable shrubs manually.

For areas without flammable shrubs, no treatment is required or authorized.

B.  Overstory Management
1.  For areas with overstory of pine, other than sand pine, or flammable evergreen hardwoods (oaks, bays, etc.):

Individual trees larger than three inches in diameter (DBH) may be removed as long as such removal does not reduce the trees to fewer than 100 overstory trees per acre.  



I intend to remove overstory trees greater than 3 inches in diameter.

Trees under three inches in diameter (DBH) may be cut as long as such cutting does not reduce the total number of trees (both overstory and understory ) to under 100 trees per acre and is not done more frequently than once every three years.



I intend to cut understory trees using a machine.

I intend to cut understory trees manually.

2.  For areas with sand pine:
A site-specific plan should be developed in consultation with District Staff.


I wish to work with staff to develop a site-specific plan.

3.  For areas with deciduous hardwoods and cypress:

No overstory management is necessary or authorized. If managing flammable shrubs as described above requires access for machinery, overstory removal will be considered and evaluated by District staff.


I request approval to remove deciduous hardwoods and cypress for access purposes.

III.  EXOTIC SPECIES REMOVAL
Herbicides may be applied to selectively control the target species under a site-specific plan developed in consultation with District Staff.
